o 2.4 6-Tris(tert-butyl)phenol (2,4,6-TTBP) — fuel-related additive.

e Hexachlorobutadiene (HCBD) — halogenated aliphatic hydrocarbon produced as a by-product
in the manufacture of chlorinated hydrocarbons.

e Pentachlorothiophenol (PCTP) — used to increase the pliability of rubber.
